These characteristics include a self-centered focus, an
exaggerated sense of self-importance, an agentic orientation, a belief in being unique,
and a strong drive for success. The work aims to uncover how these manipulations
serve Sharif's hidden agenda. Additionally, it demonstrates how a political leader
exerts influence and dominance over the collective consciousness of the public
through the utilization of narcissistic ideology. By combining Fairclough's tripartite
analysis with the Shanon-Weaver model of communication and Campbell and
Foster's model of narcissism, the researcher has been able to decipher the speech'’s
hidden meaning. The objective of this research is to enhance individuals' discernment
and intelligence, enabling them to avoid being deceived by the verbose and self-
centered rhetoric employed by leaders while fostering a heightened sense of
awareness.
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Introduction

Politics is the pursuit of power with the aim of implementing specific political, social, and
economic ideologies. Language is of utmost importance in this entire process since it is
involved in the preparation, influence, accompaniment, and execution of every political
action. The purpose of this study is to analyze the ideological traits and narcissistic ideology
that political leaders utilize in selected speeches in order to get insight into their methods of
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public control and persuasion.

Purpose of the Study

2. Deciphering the narcissistic mindset in order to get at the text's hidden meaning and
central theme.

3. To evaluate narcissistic ideology's impact.

Research Questions

1. In this speech, what are the many manifestations of narcissism?
2. Could you tell me the text's hidden meaning and central theme?
3. In what ways does narcissistic ideology manifest?

Significance of the Research

The overarching goal and purpose of these comments made by political leaders may be better
understood if the narcissistic elements are located in their speeches. The objective of this
research is to enhance individuals' vigilance and intelligence, enabling them to avoid being
deceived by the verbose and self-centered language used by leaders. Additionally, it seeks to
instill a sense of awareness in individuals.

Data for the Research
The political speeches given by Nawaz Sharif, Pakistan's prime minister, on July 23, 2015,
provide the dataset for this research.

Delimitations
Due to time constraints, only one article has been chosen for this research project to examine
the utilization of language in developing thoughts.

Research Design

There is a qualitative component to the research. In order to conduct the study, critical
discourse analysis will be used to examine the language used in the selected text. The
theoretical framework put forward by Norman Fairclough has been utilized in the data
analysis of this study. The research here makes use of Fairclough's three-dimensional
method, which is based on looking at conversation from three different angles.

Discourse as Text: Analyzing individual words and how they fit together in the text.
Discourse as Discursive Practice: Analyzing the interconnected meanings and logical
connections communicated by language.

Discourse as a Social Practice: Analyzing discourse from this perspective entails looking at
the speaker's and listener's identities, the act of recontextualization, the creation of discourse,
and the exact moment and place in which it takes place.

The Shannon-Weaver Model

The Mathematical theory of communication, which Shannon and Weaver developed to
understand human communication, has received a great deal of praise. A minimal number of
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fundamental elements make up the Shannon-Weaver model of communication.

In addition, the researcher will utilize these characteristics during the study of the chosen
speech.
The speeches of political leaders often exhibit narcissistic traits, which can be identified using
the "basic ingredients"” model of narcissism proposed by Campbell and Foster (2007). This
model encompasses six components:
Positive: Narcissists possess an inflated sense of superiority in comparison to others.
Inflated: Narcissists' perspectives in the agentic domain are typically excessively inflated
compared to their perspectives in the communion realm.
Agentic: The agentic perspective views narcissists as individuals who exhibit traits such as
self-organization, proactivity, self-reflection, and self-regulation.
Unique: Narcissists have a perception of themselves as individuals who are distinct and
exceptional.
Selfish: The behavior of narcissists is commonly regarded as selfish.
Oriented towards success: Narcissists are motivated to achieve success by adopting an
approach-oriented mindset.

Data Analysis and Interpretation

The Model for Shannon-Weaver

We will use the "Shannon-Weaver model of communication,” which includes a few
fundamental elements, to examine the chosen speech.

Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif uses the Internet as a source of information for his speech.
Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif begins his address by announcing that the present
administration has been found innocent in the elections since the inquiry committee has
ruled in their favor. Without directly naming them, he calls on anti-government groups to end
their notoriety and invites Pakistanis to stand together for the country's progress.

The chosen medium for expressing the opinions is a speech delivered at the Prime Minister's
office.

The recipients of the message are the citizens of Pakistan and, on a broader scale, the global
community.

The speaker expresses admiration for his efforts to transform Pakistan's political structure.
Fairclough's Three-Dimensional Model is a theoretical framework developed by linguist
Norman.

Fairclough.

The data analysis will now be conducted using the model proposed by "Fairclough.”
Discourse can be understood as a written or spoken communication that can be analyzed as
a text.

In this speech, the speaker has utilized the method of 'parallelism’ by contrasting the notions
of disorder and anarchy that were widespread in Pakistani society in the past with the
pleasure and prosperity that he claims to have achieved during his time in administration. An
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image has been produced depicting a turbulent Pakistan in the past, illustrating the nation's
decline as a result of the emergence of tyrants. Nawaz Sharif has portrayed himself as a
'savior' aiming to establish order in the chaotic Pakistani society.

By utilizing the method of 'predication,’ we shall narrow our attention to the 'mominal
groupings’ and their corresponding 'modifiers.' The selection of 'nouns' and 'noun phrases'
in the chosen speech holds considerable importance. The speaker has employed terms and
noun phrases such as 'dhandli' (manipulation), 'saazish' (conspiracy), 'ruswa' (disgraced),
'takseem’ (division), 'ilzaamaat’ (accusations), 'manfi siasat' (negative politics), 'bohtaan
tarashi' (slander), 'be yakeeni' (uncertainty), 'ilzaam tarashi' (blame game), 'inteshar’
(provocation), 'khokhlay naaron' (hollow slogans), 'bebunyaad dawoon' (baseless claims),
'jazbaati appealo’ (emotional appeals), and 'bemaksad tamashon' (unpaid spectacles). The
speaker has used nouns and noun phrases with negative connotation to describe the
extremely poor socio-political situation of Pakistan and its opposition leaders. By employing
'predicational’ techniques, the author effectively depicts the grim socio-economic and
political conditions that Pakistan experienced in the past, as well as the negative reputation
of the opposing parties.

In contrast, the terms 'nouns’ and 'noun phrases’ used in the speech, such as 'awami himayat'
(public support), 'roshan manzilon' (bright future), 'bahaali' (development), 'ittefaq e raye'
(consensus of opinion), 'ikdaar ki siasat' (politics of power), 'mulk o kom ke mafaad' (benefits
for the nation), 'masbat or tameeri siasat' (positive and constructive politics), 'sang e meel’'
(milestone), 'pur azam safar' (ambitious journey), 'tarakki o Kkhushali' (progress and
prosperity), 'jamhuri istehkaam' (strengthening democracy), 'sabr o tahammul’ (patience
and tolerance), convey a sense of positivity, optimism, and prosperity as claimed by Nawaz
Sharif. The speaker uses these noun phrases to convey a profound and positive message,
aiming to gain support from the public and convince them that his leadership and time in
government offer hope in this challenging moment.

The language usage exhibits a persuasive quality. The speaker has utilized the persuasive
strategies between logos and pathos. He gives a fair account of all that happened in the order
of events surrounding the establishment and the results of the inquiry commission by
employing the logos (logic) approach. Another persuasive strategy he has used is pathos,
which is an emotional appeal. Emotional formulations such as "aehad" and "aitmaad" have
been employed to arouse and energize us.

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Narcissistic Elements

The researcher examined the narcissistic features that are commonly seen in the political
rhetoric of Nawaz Sharif.

a. Positive Ingredients of Narcissism

‘Pakistan hi nahi, dunya ki tareekh me bhi aesi misaal kam hi milay gi k zabardast awami
himayat k sath muntakhib honay wali kisi hakumat ne apny aap ko kathehray em laa khara
kiya ho °.

No political party has ever set up an investigation panel to reassess the elections, according
to the speaker in the given scenario.

b. Inflated Ingredient of Narcissism

‘Humny ye tehreeri zamanat bhi de di thi k dhandli sabit honay ki surat me hum hakumat se
alag hokar phir se awaam k paas jaengy.’

‘Sabse baray ro behad motbar inquiry commission ne 2013 k intekhabaat k shafaf or dhandli
se paak honay ki hatmy tor par toseek kar di hai.’

Here, too, the speaker makes use of exaggeration and hyperbole to back up their assertion
that the elections that led to their political posts were quite fair. Contrary to that, the facts
stand. Various pieces of evidence, including video recordings, have been submitted by the
opposition parties, indicating corruption during the elections.

C. Agentic Ingredient of Narcissism:

‘Mene intikhabaat k baad se bahmi mashawrat, mafahmat or ittefaq e raye ki tameeri riwayat
ko agay barhaya hai. Awami mandate k mutabik hakumaton k kayam se lekar Nationla action
plan, ayeeni tarmeem, ro cheen Pakistan iktisaadi rahdari tak, ye saray tamam baray faislay
koumi ittefaq e raye k sath kiye hain.’

The agentic view holds that narcissists are capable of self-regulation, self-reflection, self-
organization, and proactive behavior (Agentic Digital Media). The speaker in the preceding
scenario is making an effort to present himself as a viable candidate for national leadership,
promising a term that is both ordered and carefully prepared.

d. Special Ingredient of Narcissism
An illustration of Nawaz Sharif portraying himself as exceptional and distinctive is,

‘Mene iktidaar ki siasat ki bjaye, ikdaar ki siasat ka ahed kiya tha. Allah k fazlo karam se hum
apny is ahed pe kaim hain. Humny zaati or jamaati mafaad ki sataah se upar uth kar hmesha
mulk o kom k mafaad ko tarjeeh di.’

Despite his extravagant statements, the truth is harsh. These leaders have consistently
prioritized their gains before the prosperity of our nation. These are baseless and fraudulent
assertions made by him, with the intention of manipulating public opinion and advancing his
own agenda, only for his gain.

e. Selfish ingredient of Narcissism

Narcissists are characterized by their core element of selfishness.

‘Ab hamen rastaay se bhatka denay wali awaazon par kaan dharny ki bjaye, apni nazren
mustakbil ki roshan manzilon par markooz rakhna hongi.’

He subtly promotes an unstated objective through his inspirational speeches. In order to
preserve his rights and power, he intends to finish his term effectively and gain the majority
mandate and votes.
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f. Oriented toward success Ingredient of Narcissism

An advantageous aspect of narcissists is their unwavering focus on achieving achievement.
They possess unwavering determination and refuse to succumb to despair. They are
perpetually seeking a trajectory and endeavoring to advance towards riches. According to

Nawaz Sharif's statement in the aforementioned instance:

‘Pakistan me tarakki o khush hali ka safar Alhamdolillah shuru ho chukka ha. Aj ka Pakistan,
do saal pehlay walay Pakistan se kahin behtar ha....or InshaAllah teen saal baad ka Pakistan,
aj k Pakistan se kahin ziada roshan, khushaal, or tawana hoga.’

A. DISCOURSE AS A DISCURSIVE PRACTICE

The speaker skillfully conveys an unbiased portrayal of the inquiry commission's impartiality
and its conclusions, demonstrating the notion of "coherence" throughout the speech. This
exemplifies the anti-government regimes and opposition parties' significant shortcomings
and failures. He has moved deftly from one level to another. He moves step-by-step from the
investigative commission's first conclusion to its outcome. The author subtly and objectively
chronicles the opposing parties’ inconsistent and unrealistic stances by using sarcasm and
innuendo.

B. DISCOURSE AS A SOCIAL PRACTICE

This article explores the relationship between the person sending the message and the one
receiving it as a part of social behavior. The addresser in this article is the individual who is
responsible for conveying significant information to readers at both national and
international levels, using both objective and subjective approaches. The speaker's persona
has been established as that of an erudite and well-informed individual, employing many
language techniques to analyze the current situation thoughtfully. By employing words with
negative connotations, he has constructed a bad image of the opposing parties. Conversely,
he has juxtaposed Nawaz Sharif and his party with phrases that convey revolutionary energy
since they claim to be the guiding force in this dismal circumstance.

The speech's undertone implies the speaker's authoritative position. The phrases are
inundated with connotations and embody visual representations that personify the writer as
a political figure holding a position of authority. The speech effectively creates an atmosphere
by its vivid imagery, precise word choice, and coherent concepts, skillfully conveying the
speaker's views to the audience.

Conclusion

By breaking down the selected speech, we can see the exact words and strategies used by the
speaker. The researcher used Fairclough's tripartite analysis, Campbell and Foster's model
on the core components of narcissism, and the Shanon-Weaver model of communication to
try to figure out what the speech was trying to say. Words have been used effectively by the
speaker to support his position.

According to the research, Nawaz Sharif uses narcissistic rhetoric in his political speeches to
accomplish his goals: to make himself seem unique and superior to other politicians, to keep
himself in office, to influence people's opinions and feelings, and to achieve his inflated,
positive, agentic, special, selfish, and success-oriented vision of himself. Political leaders use
the idea of narcissism with great power. For the most part, they use it to trick people into
thinking they're getting a better deal than they actually are and to manufacture agreements
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that benefit themselves.
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
